In GOOGLE MAPS, three different
map views are available:

MAP VIEW 1 The normal map mode lets you do all the normal map functions including exploring different
routes, mileage between points and the normal which way do | go questions.

EARTH or SATELLITE VIEW - The view from above can provide general info that might not be available in
the other views. Some smaller roads or a least sections of road are not availale on STREET VIEW (see below)
and a close up view of the road from above will let you confirm that it is at least paved. Generally, you can see a
center strip or fog line on the pavedroads. You can al so see popul ated arwihas
a name of any sort.

STREET VIEW - fiStreet View in Google Maps lets you explore places around the world through 360degree
street-level imagery. Street View imagery is viewed millions of times each day, and enables users to explore places
near and fa r in Googl e Maps Wihdtre&d/iew, lya caB are-tida almost any stretch of
road. | t 6s not 100 % benjoyusidgd ® plana ride ar @ven pre-view an already planned route.

I f youdbre wonder i ng awiake for foqu tori gasnpseride ithgphgh whatever little towns you
kind of it find and check it out. Did you know there is food and gas in this little teeny burg of Unity, 82 miles west
of Ontario OR. Well there is, you can see it on STREET VIEW mode

It is especially useful to pre-ride a route and understand what an intersection or important turn looks like, most
especially one that might be dangerous. Have you been on Highway 37 north of Pendleton? If you want to
continue east on 334 rather than continue on 37 south in to Pendleton, you have to cross the double yellow in the
middle of a sweeping turn to the right (south). That roadway is carved into the rolling countryside and there is no
vision around the corner and once you start into the corner anybody behind you is going to come up on you quick
if you are stopped in the roadway waiting to turn left. Not too scary on what generally is a very low traffic area but
the potential is there for a bad situation. Add in traffic coming at you or beh ind you or both. Add in fellow riders
following behind you and the group mentality of follow the leader and it could be a disaster. Last summer on a
trip to the Hells Canyon Rally in Baker t&€arepayemy three/co n g
riders while we stopped in Umatilla. | warned them that 29 miles from here, there is this corner, etc. etc. They
mi ght have thought | waséa bsdfettharesoroyver zeal ous but ééce
Maybe your preference is to let your bike (navigation system) tell you where to go?
